Further to our Conveyancing Practice Circular 2/24 in respect of the feedback and comments on the 

Common Mistakes by Members in Using the PgLand System.

An email from Mohammad Fairul Bin Mohammad 

Salleh, a Committee Member of Sport and Social Club of PTG Penang, along with the enclosed 

document, is attached herewith for the members’ perusal. It has come to our attention that the email 

from PTG Penang has also been disseminated to individual members who have registered their 

official email address with PTG Penang.
